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This year my students completed all of their 
readers and they demonstrated a lot of inde-
pendence in their reading.  Therefore, the last 
two weeks of reading class became a Read-

ing Contest. Although we held to a rigid reading schedule 
each morning, it was really more of a “Read-for Fun” Con-
test.  We had inch worms growing on the wall with each cir-
cle added representing 50 pages read.  As I write this, we 
are only half way through the contest and both teams are 
doing excellent.  A contest often brings out a child’s person-
ality or a side of it that isn’t so visible otherwise.  Some stu-
dents who were a little slow in getting a handwriting assign-
ment done, have become whizzes at getting their work done 
in order to get back to their book.    I also enjoy seeing what 
types of literature they pick on their own.  Some of them 
chose to use the library in order to satisfy their tastes, 
whereas some chose lots of short stories right from the 
classroom collection.  This year I was able to add a mystery 
series to our collection called “THE FARM MYSTERY SE-
RIES”  and it has really been a favorite with the stu-
dents.  I’m reading them to the students, but some are also 
reading them independently for the contest. Thanks to a 
very generous brother-in-law (whose daughter introduced 
them to me) my classroom has the whole collection 
now!  Praise the Lord!!  
      
The students made great strides in their curriculum this 
year.  Our goal is never to finish our books but this group of 
students were close to finishing all of their textbooks.  Be-
cause of that, 1st graders are working now with adding three 
2-digit numbers with carrying to the tens’ and hundreds’ 
place, solving word problems with extra facts and with miss-
ing facts, making choices by using clues, finding the perime-
ter of a rectangular object and understanding the concept of 
multiplication, just to mention a few.  They do not yet master 
these areas, but are just exposed to them.  In grade 2, a 

few new things they have been learning are adding and 
subtracting dollars and cents, solving division problems, 
reading temperatures below zero, rounding to the nearest 
dollar, etc.  All of my students this year have enjoyed math; 
a unique and enjoyable experience for me as teacher. 
      
The month of May was full of “crazy” days as we call them 
each year.  Those were “Freaky Friday” (dress crazy), PJ 
Day (we included stuffed animals with that), and Fruit Bas-
ket Upset Day (where the teacher’s spent the first hour of 
their day with another class without the class knowing 
ahead of time.)  We also had two days where the whole 
school participated in D.E.A.R. Time. Everyone, including 
teachers, dropped everything and read.    Other special 
days this month were National Day of Prayer and Teacher 
Appreciation Week.  For each day of Teacher Appreciation 
Week, the teachers were treated to a special treat (like 
lemon torte, coffee cake, etc), gifts, notes of appreciation 
and flowers!!   It was such an honor to be treated in such a 
fashion, and I hope I was worthy of all that appreciation and 
love.  I’d like to say a special “thank you” for all the acts of 
kindness shown during that week.  I am very grateful!   
       
Sometimes it’s easy to look back on a 
school year and feel like you’ve failed in 
this way or that.  In sharing some of 
these thoughts with another teacher, 
she so wisely reminded me that our job 
is to plant seeds, and then leave the 
rest up to the Lord.  It is up to God to 
provide the growth.  All the glory goes to 
Him!  I praise Him for a wonderful 
school year, and look forward to what lies ahead!  Have a 
great summer and don’t forget your addition and subtraction 
tables!!!!

Three Year Old Playgroup students are required to be age three by the first day of school.  It is desired that stu-
dents be toilet trained.  Class options for the playgroup is a two day program (TT).  Class time is 8:15 - 10:30 a.m. 
 
Preschool students are required to be age four by the first day of school and completely toilet trained.  Class time 
is 8:15 - 11:00 a.m. Class options include a two day (MW) or a three day program (MWF). 
 
New Family Discount 
In order to help introduce new families (or previous families of K-8 students who attended CCS over four years ago) to the 
school, Columbus Christian is offering a $650.00 tuition discount for new students K-8 (limit one per family). The discount 
will be prorated if the family does not attend the full school year. In addition, a $75.00 registration discount is given for one 
student.
