Becoming a Member of
Columbus Christian School Corporation

The annual meeting of
Columbus Christian School
is scheduled for March 26th.
There are two options by
which you may become a
member of the CCS Corpora-
tion.

The first step has two
options. First, a parent sub-
mits an application for en-
rollment of their child to
attend Columbus Christian
School. After approval by
the School Board, and faith-
fully demonstrating the abil-
ity to meet the financial ob-
ligations for costs related to
the education of the child,
the parent is eligible to be-
come a member in the cor-
poration.

The second option is for
those who are not parents
of students at CCS. In this
case the applicant must pro-
vide a donation of at least
$50 per year to the school.

In either case, the sec-
ond step is to submit an
application for membership

to the Corporation. The
School Board will review

the application and move to
recommend a course of ac-
tion to be taken by the vot-
ing members of the Corpo-
ration at the annual meet-
ing.
The intent of this proc-

ess is to preserve the integ-
rity of the school as a solidly
Bible focused Christian
School.
