Tom Hammond served in the Navy during the Vietnam
War and Stan Custer served in the Army during the Korean Conflict. Both men, being
proud of their county, volunteered at young ages to serve and protect their country.

Mr. Hammond is a neighbor of CCS and Mr. Custer is the grandfather of Taylor

Weinmeister, a 5" grade student.
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The 5" and 6" grade class took time during a nice day to rake a neighbor’s yard. This was
a great opportunity to show the love of Jesus as well as to teach our students how to show

compassion toward others.

After the students completed their raking, they took time to pray and praise God for the

beauty displayed through His creation.
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The CCS Board appointed a team to
research and prayerfully make a
recommendation to the board for the
2008/2009 Kindergarten schedule. The
guestion: “Should we consider a full-day
kindergarten at CCS?” | reported our
findings to the board on Thursday,
November 8™ The board of directors
decided to keep the current half-day
schedule for our kindergarten students.

Team members who faithfully participated
and prayed through the issue with me
included: Jan Wieberdink, Cathy
Weinmeister, and Kathy Wolfe from the
school staff. Others on the team included
Sharon Becker, Beth Jones and Tami
Kittrel. We surveyed other Christian
Schools in the Midwest, as well as those
families who may be enrolling students in
the next year or two at our school. Here is
some of the rationale that we used in
making our recommendation to continue
with a half-day kindergarten class:

1. We felt the priority at CCS for high
academic standards did not warrant
additional classroom time for these
younger students. We believe that
upon graduation our kindergarteners
are generally more than ready to enter
into first grade and additional
classroom time is not required.

2. Parents who desire an all-day
kindergarten prefer it over sending
their children to day-care in the
afternoons. Since our surveys
indicated that our students generally
go home to be with a parent or

grandparent we did not feel it
necessary to provide additional care
for our students.

3. We did not find that CCS has a high
percentage of children who are at
high-risk or who may require
additional classroom instruction at our
school. Our CCS teachers are best
equipped to deal with those needs on
an individual basis. Coupled with the
fact that the state of Nebraska does
not mandate an all-day kindergarten
for non-public schools, we opted for
the wait and see approach.

4. Student Transportation in larger
communities is a key factor for their
schools to provide an all-day
kindergarten. We did not find that
transportation in our community was
as important and may not be a
relevant factor in a decision to change
a class schedule.

5. Since we did not have an
overwhelming reason to change, we
thought it best to not change our
schedule. We will keep the idea open
for an all-day kindergarten and
continue to pray, seek God and His
people for a decision on class
schedule in future years.

Well, there you have it! Our team wants to
keep the door open to consider offering
all-day kindergarten in future years. We
did not think it prudent to offer it at the
present time. We want to wait upon God
and His people to make other decisions in
the future.
