Inside this issue:

Therefore 
whoever resists authority has opposed the 
ordinance of God; and they who have op-
posed will receive condemnation upon them-

selves.  For rulers are 
not a cause of fear for 
good behavior, but for 
evil. Do you want to 
have no fear of au-
thority? Do what is 
good and you will 
have praise from the 
same;  for it is a minis-
ter of God to you for good. But if you do what 
is evil, be afraid; for it does not bear the 
sword for nothing; for it is a minister of God, 
an avenger who brings wrath on the one 
who practices evil.  Therefore it is necessary 
to be in subjection, not only because of 
wrath, but also for conscience' sake.  
 
For because of this you also pay taxes, for 
rulers are servants of God, devoting them-
selves to this very thing.  Render to all what 
is due them: tax to whom tax is due; custom 
to whom custom; fear to whom fear; honor 
to whom honor.” 
 
The Word of God is very clear as to our re-
sponse to the governing authorities which 
He has put in place.  We need to be obedi-
ent to them and honor them.  This not only 
includes our new President but all other au-
thorities God has placed over us: parents, 
husbands, teachers, bosse s, pastors, church 
elders, school boards, police officers, and 
the list goes on.    
 
So today, I am thankful for our rulers and 
count it a privilege to honor them with my 
obedience and prayers.  We have chal-
lenged the students of Columbus Christian 
to pray for their leaders, as well.  Would you 
consider taking on that challenge, to faith-
fully lift up our national leaders to the Lord?
